	Mark Waypoint
	Pointer Screen
	Map Screen
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	This screen is the staring point for finding and using the GPS features.  Allows you to jump to a particular task or operation.
	Allows you to mark your current location or add in a location you would like to find.  Always pay attention to the number in the flag.
	This screen will point you in the direction of the location you are trying to find.  The readout will give you the distance you are from the sought location.
	The map screen will show you the path you have taken to each location as well as where the location is in relation to you.


Rules You Need To Know

· Safety first!  Challenge by choice.  If at any time you do not feel safe, or you need to withdraw, do so.  If you need medical assistance, contact a Corporate Quest representative immediately, and you will be assisted.

· Stay hydrated.
· Thunder and/or lightening will signal the end of the outdoor activity.  Move indoors according to instructions relayed by a Corporate Quest representative.

· Stay on paths or in clearings while navigating to waypoint.  Do not cut through woods, brush or into hazardous areas.

· Initiatives must be completed with integrity.

· If an initiative is occupied, you may wait, or move to the next.

· Time begins when the folder is opened.
· One or more initiatives will require you to recruit at least one other team to complete the activity.  They will be marked.  Teams will unite and mix as one, each earning full profit upon completion.  Combined team will devise strategy.  Time begins for teams when the folder is first opened.  If you must leave an initiative to assist another team, you may return to that initiative with no penalties, starting fresh.

· Initiatives may be completed one time only unless you are assisting another team.
· Advise a Corporate Quest representative if any initiative supplies are damaged or missing, or if devices are malfunctioning.
As a courtesy to teams that follow, please restore the initiative and folder to its original state before leaving the location.
GPS Device Tips

1. The top (tip) of the device contains the antenna.  For accurate directions, always point the top of the device STRAIGHT AHEAD IN FRONT OF YOU, uncovered and unblocked.  There is a little curve on the back of the device where you may place your index finger while holding the device.  The device will give you information AS THE CROW FLIES.

2. Do not drop or bang the device.  It will not operate damaged.  It is best to place the strap around your neck for added security.

3. Keep moving.  The satellites cannot track you while standing still.

4. Your GPS device will get you close to the waypoint, but the reading may not be exact.  Because of cloud cover or tree cover your device may be off by 15+ feet.  When your device indicates you are nearing the waypoint, examine your surroundings and you should be able to see it.

5. The device will not operate indoors.

GPS Device Directions

1. If the device is not already powered on, do so by pressing the POWER button.  Allow the device to track the satellites and connect to them.

2. Once connected, use the PAGE button to access the MENU screen.

3. Scroll using the UP and DOWN buttons to WAYPOINT, press ENTER.

4. Scroll using the UP and DOWN buttons to the list of today’s waypoints (0-9), press ENTER.

5. Scroll using the UP and DOWN buttons to the desired waypoint, press ENTER.

6. Scroll using the UP and DOWN buttons to GO TO, press ENTER.

7. On the screen, the device will display an arrow in the direction of the waypoint, the distance to the waypoint, and the estimated ETA based on your current speed of travel.  DO NOT TURN THE DEVICE IN THE DIRECTION OF THE ARROW.  KEEP THE DEVICE STRAIGHT IN FRONT OF YOU WHILE TRAVELING IN THE DIRECTION OF THE ARROW.

If at any time you lose your way or become confused using the device, use the PAGE button to return to the MENU screen and begin again.
