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Objective:  Successfully communicate a written message through the team.
Rules:  
1.  A labeled folder will instruct the team to choose a facilitator.  Once the facilitator is chosen, that person will open the folder and read the following rules to the team.  No other team member may view the rules or the sketch pictured below.
2.  The team will form one line, one person in front of the other.  A white board and marker are given to the first person in line.
3.  From this point on, other than the facilitator, no team member is able to verbally communicate, make a sound, or use any other means of communication other than that which the rules state.  The facilitator may communicate only to clarify the rules and procedure.
4.  The facilitator will walk to the back of the line and share the sketch with the last person.

5.  The last person in line will then use their finger to draw the sketch on the back of the person in front of them.  They may do it ONE TIME ONLY.

6.  The next person will repeat the procedure with the person in front of them, and so forth until the sketch reaches the first person in line.

7.  The first person in line will then draw their interpretation of the sketch on the white board and share it with the facilitator.  The facilitator will determine (without revealing the original sketch) if the team drawing is an exact duplicate, a close match, or no match whatsoever.

8.  If the sketch is an exact duplicate, the activity is complete, the team may record profit and proceed to the next initiative.

9.  If the sketch is a close match but not exact, the team may move to the next initiative but must deduct $25,000 in expenses.

10. If the team sketch bears no resemblance whatsoever to the original sketch, the activity must repeat until at least a close match is achieved.
11. CLEAN THE WHITE BOARD BEFORE MOVING TO THE NEXT INITIATIVE.
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
